In the interests of encouraging the study of Traditional Chinese Medicine, and of furthering the knowledge of this most ancient and effective system of healing, the Foundation is pleased to announce that all new applicants for admission to the Texas College of Traditional Chinese Medicine are eligible to apply for a tuition-reimbursement scholarship of up to 50% of all assessed tuition charges for their first of four consecutive trimesters of enrollment at the College.

Eligibility criteria are as follows:

1) Applicants who have earned a degree of the Bachelor of Arts or higher at an academic institution accredited by an agency recognized by the Secretary of the United States Department of Education prior to application to the Texas College of Traditional Chinese Medicine, or shall have completed not fewer than 60 semester hours of undergraduate work toward a degree at an academic institution as previously set forth, and have earned a cumulative grade point average of not less than 3.0 on a 4.0 scale for such work;

2) Successful applicants for this scholarship who shall have earned a degree of Bachelor of Arts or higher shall be eligible for a tuition-reimbursement scholarship of 50% of the tuition charges assessed for the first of their first four consecutive trimesters of enrollment at the College;

3) Successful applicants for this scholarship who shall have completed 90 or more semester hours of undergraduate coursework toward a degree without having earned a Bachelor of Arts or higher degree shall be eligible for a tuition-reimbursement scholarship of 20% of the tuition charges assessed for the first of their first four consecutive trimesters of enrollment at the College;

4) Successful applicants for this scholarship who shall have completed more than 60 but fewer than 90 semester hours of undergraduate coursework toward a degree shall be eligible for a tuition-reimbursement scholarship of 10% of the tuition charges assessed for the first of their first four consecutive trimesters of enrollment at the College;

5) Applicants must have been accepted for admission to the Texas College of Traditional Chinese Medicine and shall have completed early registration and all other application, admissions, and enrollment requirements;

6) Applicants shall submit a letter of interest and a curriculum vitae to the College’s admissions office by no later than the application deadline for the trimester in which they first plan to attend;

7) Applicants shall have completed pre-registration by the required date and shall be enrolled for 17 or more hours for the first four consecutive trimesters in which they first enroll at the college.

8) Funds are awarded on a first-come, first served basis, and are payable upon the successful completion of 50% of scheduled course-days or 60 days from the beginning of each of the trimesters of funding under this program, whichever comes first, of each of the successful applicants’ first four consecutive trimesters of enrollment in the College’s program of study; and

9) If funding permits, and upon the successful completion of a successful applicant’s first four trimesters of enrollment in the College, applicants who have earned a cumulative grade-point average of not less than 3.5 on a 4.0 scale for coursework completed at the College may re-apply for this tuition-reimbursement scholarship for the following trimester or trimesters.

Early application and pre-registration are required of all applicants for this unique educational financing opportunity.

APPLICATION AND AGREEMENT

All applicants must read the following terms, conditions, and disclosures, and indicate their agreement thereto by signing this document in the indicated place(s) prior to being considered for the tuition-reimbursement scholarship.

GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

This offer of funding assistance is contingent upon an applicant having successfully satisfied all of the admissions and enrollment requirements of the Texas College of Traditional Chinese Medicine, as evidenced by the applicant having submitted to the Foundation a copy of an acceptance letter or other document issued by the Texas College of Traditional Chinese Medicine for the enrollment period in which the applicant first plans to attend;

Applicants for consideration for this scholarship authorize and permit the Texas College of Traditional Chinese Medicine, its employees, faculty, staff, and others, to provide the Foundation with documents and information regarding applicants’ admission and enrollment at the College.  Such documents include but are not limited to copies of enrollment agreements, copies of documents regarding  registration for coursework offered by the Texas College of Traditional Chinese Medicine, grade reports, and any and all other information or documentation regarding an applicant’s admission, enrollment, attendance, or student billing with the Texas College of Traditional Chinese Medicine;

Notwithstanding the provisions of (2), above, applicant agrees to provide the Foundation, upon request, with any and all documents and information regarding his or her application, admission, enrollment, attendance, or student billing for the first academic term of his or her enrollment in the Texas College of Traditional Chinese Medicine;

Tuition-reimbursement payment or payments made under the terms of this scholarship offer shall be made to the successful applicants upon the Foundation’s receipt of a certified copy or copies of grade reports, billing statements, or other documents attesting to the completion of a minimum of 50% of all coursework and requirements for each of the applicants’ first four consecutive trimesters of enrollment at the Texas College of Traditional Chinese Medicine, or for the first 60 days of their enrollment in such a period, whichever comes first;

No applicant for this scholarship shall receive any reimbursement for any period or periods of enrollment in the Texas College of Traditional Chinese Medicine in which he or she was enrolled for 16 or fewer hours of coursework;

Actual award amounts are calculated as a percentage of the actual assessed tuition charges for the successful applicant’s first trimester of enrollment at the College.  Tuition fees assessed in a successful applicant’s second or subsequent trimesters do not constitute a basis for recalculation of the total award amount; 

Funds provided to successful applicants for this scholarship shall in no instance exceed 50% of actual assessed tuition fees, in the case of successful applicants who shall have earned a Bachelor of Arts or higher degree prior to admission to the Texas College of Traditional Chinese Medicine, 20% of actual assessed tuition fees, in the case of successful applicants who shall have completed not fewer than 90 semester hours of academic coursework toward a degree awarded by an academic institution accredited by an agency recognized by the Secretary of the United States Department of Education, or 10% of actual assessed tuition fees, for successful applicants who shall have completed more than 60 but fewer than 90 semester hours of undergraduate coursework toward a degree awarded by an academic institution accredited by an agency recognized by the Secretary of the United States Department of Education, for the applicant’s first trimester of enrollment, and shall be terminated upon the conclusion of the successful second consecutive trimester of enrollment, or upon the student’s enrolling for fewer than 17 credits for the second continuous trimester of enrollment, or upon the student’s failing to maintain satisfactory academic progress, whichever is earlier; and

Payment of funds awarded under the terms of this Agreement shall be made in four equal disbursement, the first to be paid upon the successful applicant’s completion of 60 days of enrollment for not fewer than 17 credits for the first trimester of enrollment, the second to be paid upon the successful completion of 60 days of enrollment in the second trimester of continuous enrollment for not fewer than 17 credits, the third to be paid upon the successful completion of 60 days of enrollment for not fewer than 17 credits for the third trimester, and the fourth to be paid upon the successful completion of 60 days of enrollment in the fourth trimester of continuous enrollment for not fewer than 17 credits.

A. SPECIAL PROVISIONS

Notwithstanding any prior or other Agreement between Student and the Foundation, the Foundation reserves the right to modify its Agreement regarding Scholarship payments in the case of recipients who are not citizens or permanent residents of the United States of America.

Modifications in the case of such students (hereinafter referred to as “International Students”) are as follows:

1) Total award amount for an International Student shall in no case exceed a total of $500.00 (five hundred dollars) per year for any year in which the International Student shall be a recipient of any scholarship or other award or valuable consideration offered by the Lisa Lin Foundation; and

2) Funds or other valuable consideration as described in (1) above are payable by the Foundation to or on the behalf of the eligible International Student as follows:

a. 25% ($125.00) on or about the date corresponding to the eligible International Student’s attendance during the first trimester of full-time attendance of 60% or more of scheduled days of academic activity; and

b. 25% ($125.00) on or about the date corresponding to the eligible International Student’s attendance during the second trimester of full-time attendance of 60% or more of scheduled days of academic activity; and

c. 25% ($125.00) on or about the date corresponding to the eligible International Student’s attendance during the third trimester of full-time attendance of 60% or more of scheduled days of academic activity; and

d. 25% ($125.00) on or about the date corresponding to the eligible International Student’s attendance during the fourth trimester of full-time attendance of 60% or more of scheduled days of academic activity; and

e. All payments under this section shall be contingent upon the eligible International Student’s having maintained good standing and satisfactory academic progress, as defined by the Texas College of Traditional Chinese Medicine.

APPLICANT RESPONSIBILITIES

1. Applicants for this tuition-reimbursement scholarship shall report to the Foundation within 14 days any period or periods of enrollment for less than 17 hours per trimester at the Texas College of Traditional Chinese Medicine;

2. Applicants for this scholarship shall provide the Foundation with a letter of interest, curriculum vitae and official copies of all transcripts from all post-secondary institutions attended prior to their application for admission to the Texas College of Traditional Chinese Medicine.  Applicants for this scholarship authorize and empower the Texas College of Traditional Chinese Medicine to provide the Foundation with copies of all such transcripts from the student’s individual file maintained by the admissions and recruiting office of the Texas College of Traditional Chinese Medicine;

3. Applicants, upon approval by the Foundation to receive this tuition-reimbursement scholarship, shall provide the Foundation with a certified copy or other official document issued by the Texas College of Traditional Chinese Medicine indicating satisfactory attendance and academic performance in the first 60 days of each of  their first four consecutive trimesters of enrollment as full-time students at the Texas College of Traditional Chinese Medicine;

4. Applicants approved for this scholarship shall be enrolled for a minimum of four consecutive trimesters at the Texas College of Traditional Chinese Medicine, and must successfully complete a minimum of 17 hours per trimester for each of the first four consecutive trimesters of their enrollment in the College’s degree program; 

5. Applicants who receive payment or other valuable consideration under the terms of this Agreement who fail to complete the second, third, or fourth of their first four consecutive trimesters of enrollment at the Texas College of Traditional Chinese Medicine, or who otherwise fail to fulfill their obligations under this Agreement shall repay or enter into satisfactory arrangements to pay to the Lisa Lin Foundation a sum equivalent to the cash value of any and all valuable consideration previously provided to them or on their behalf or to their benefit by the Foundation for or during any period of enrollment at the Texas College of Traditional Chinese Medicine.  Payment or payment arrangements to the Foundation shall be made not later than 30 days after the earlier of the date the student’s enrollment status at the College changed to 16 or fewer hours of enrollment or the date of the College’s determination that the student’s enrollment status had changed; and

6. Applicants approved for this scholarship consent to the use of their name, image, and likeness in any and all announcements or public presentations of information concerning the Texas College of Traditional Chinese Medicine and/or their enrollment therein.

D. APPLICANT RIGHTS

1. Applicants for this scholarship have the right to privacy and security in the information provided or made available to the Foundation; the Foundation pledges and covenants not to share, disclose, or otherwise disseminate or cause to be disseminated any information or data concerning applicants, except as provided for herein or with the individual applicant’s express written permission;

2. Applicants for this scholarship have the right to petition to the Foundation in the event of any term or trimester to have been funded under the terms of this scholarship agreement not being funded due to unsatisfactory performance as determined by the Foundation.  In such instances, applicants are directed to petition the Foundation in writing, providing specific details relating to the cause or causes of their unsatisfactory performance, and to the measures the applicants intend to take to prevent a future recurrence of such circumstances; and

3. Applicants for this scholarship have the right to a fair consideration of their application; the Foundation shall not evaluate applicants on the basis of any factors other than those expressly set forth herein.

By my signature below, I swear or affirm that I have read and understood the foregoing, and agree, consent, and covenant to be bound by the terms, conditions, and disclosures contained therein.  Furthermore, I agree, consent, and covenant as follows:

1. If approved for this tuition-reimbursement scholarship, I shall remain enrolled in the Texas College of Traditional Chinese Medicine for not less than four consecutive trimesters, and shall register for, and complete, not fewer than 17 hours or coursework per trimester, for each of these four consecutive trimesters;

2. During all periods of Foundation-determined eligibility for this scholarship, I shall remain in good academic, disciplinary, and financial standing with the Texas College of Traditional Chinese Medicine;

3. During all periods of Foundation-determined eligibility for this scholarship, I shall provide the Foundation, upon request, with any and all documents, information, or other data or items regarding my admission, enrollment, student account, attendance, and academic performance at the Texas College of Traditional Chinese Medicine;

4. I authorize and empower the Texas College of Traditional Chinese Medicine to provide the Foundation with information and/or documentation as set forth in (3) above and elsewhere in this Agreement;

5. I understand that the Foundation will in no instance provide funding under this Agreement during any period of enrollment or attendance subsequent to the fourth of the first four consecutive trimesters of my enrollment in the Texas College of Traditional Chinese Medicine;

6. I understand that I am free to re-apply for this scholarship offer upon the expiration of payments made under this Agreement, as set forth in (5) above, but that the Foundation is not obliged to renew tuition-reimbursement payments for any such period subsequent to the end of the second trimester of my enrollment in the Texas College of Traditional Chinese Medicine; and

7. I understand that the Foundation may, upon good cause, discontinue payments made under the terms of this Agreement, and agree to hold the Foundation and the Texas College of Traditional Chinese Medicine wholly harmless in the event of such action.
